(We are approaching the most sacred events of our liturgical year, 

Holy Week and Easter.

Here is a brief reminder for you about the meaning 

of Palm Sunday) 
 

Palm Sunday 

 Palm Sunday commemorates the triumphal entrance of 

Christ into Jerusalem (Matthew 21:1-9), when palm branches 

were placed in His path, before His arrest on Holy Thursday 

and His Crucifixion on Good Friday. It thus marks the  

beginning of Holy Week, the final week of Lent, and the 

week in which Christians celebrate the mystery of their  

salvation through Christ's Death and His Resurrection on 

Easter Sunday. 

Beginning in the fourth century in Jerusalem, Palm Sunday 

was marked by a procession of the faithful carrying palm 

branches, representing the Jews who celebrated Christ's  

entrance into Jerusalem.  As the practice spread throughout 

the Christian world by the ninth century, the procession 

would begin in each church with the blessing of palms,  

proceed outside the church, and then return to the church for 

the reading of the Passion according to the Gospel of  

Matthew. The faithful would continue to hold the palms  

during the reading of the Passion.
