Fact 1 - This past Wednesday I received word that [ am
being transferred from service as Pastor at OLMC to
service as Pastor at St. Jude Church and School in Boca
Raton, FL. The appointment is effective September 1st.
Fact 2 - Our Provincial and his Council presented the
Cardinal with the name of a friar to serve you at OLMC
and are awaiting the Cardinal’s approval. The Cardinal
just returned from being away and it may take some time
for him to get through everything on his desk. Although
the Provincial recommends it is the Cardinal who
appoints and therefore at this time we are unable to
announce who has been recommended. Once the Cardinal
approves the recommendation it will be made public.

Fact 3 - OLMC has been through a few periods of
transition. This Parish is dear to the friars and especially
to all of us who have been fortunate enough to serve here.
No change is made lightly. This change was made
necessary by the election of Father Michael Kissane to the
office of Prior Provincial. Father Michael was serving as
Pastor of St. Jude at the time of his election. His election
left a vacancy in FL and after deliberating on a successor I
was nominated to the Bishop of Palm Beach and
appointed for service at St. Jude Church and School.

Fact 4 - Change is not always easy even though it is a fact
of life. Ilove OLMC and Middletown. I will certainly
miss this place. OLMC will always hold a special place in
my heart, memories and prayer.

Fact 5 - I will be going to Boca Raton mid-August to
meet the Staff and be present for the start of the school
year. After a week in FL I will return to NY for my
annual retreat (which was already booked before this new
assignment). I will go to FL around September 1st and
return to Middletown for a visit when OLMC School
reopens in order to say goodbye to the students and let
them know what is happening.
